2006-2007 

Welcome to Scottish Women’s Aid  Annual Statistics Report 2006-2007.  The information pre-
sented in this report covers the time period from April 2006 through to March 2007.  It was col-
lected from the network of 39 Scottish Women’s Aid (SWA) - affiliated groups across Scotland 
and from Scottish Women’s Aid.  There are seven non-affiliated groups in Scotland for whom we 
do not gather statistics.   

The figures presented in this report focus exclusively on women’s requests for refuge.  A change 
from previous Annual Statistics Reports, this report does not provide statistical information about 
the range of support services and other work carried out by women’s aid groups in relation to 
women or children & young people who have experience of domestic abuse.  Readers are ad-
vised to contact individual women’s aid groups to acquire specific information about services pro-
vided in their area.
